Our unique program in Language and Intercultural Relations aims to enhance your ability to communicate in a linguistically
and culturally sensitive manner with diverse groups, and to facilitate communication between groups who have no shared
language or cultural background. This is done through observation, analysis and understanding of cultural differences and
similarities. You will also learn to think critically and communicate effectively in at least two languages.

While developing the ability to adapt to, understand and appreciate cultural and linguistic diversity, students gain practical
skills that open up employment opportunities through one of three concentrations: Language and Cognition, Translation
Studies and Organizational Behaviour.
