WHAT?
Research in the social sciences is generally political, and research on migration 
all the more so. Researchers today are not only encouraged but actually 
expected and required to disseminate their research findings among non-
academic and non-expert audiences. Digital technologies provide for nearly 
endless opportunities for such engagement. Contributing blog commentary, 
followed by engagement with social media, is a particularly popular way of 
reaching out to a wider audience, presenting research findings and also making 
academic work known to colleagues and stakeholders.
