2.​ Please be aware of restrictions that exist for Social Work from Lower Level Liberal – Table A. Social Work students 

cannot receive credit for courses starting with PSY, SOC or POL. This restriction pertains to Table A only. Please 

see Table A - Lower Level Restrictions for detailed information. 

3.​ Social Work students cannot receive credit for POL 511. Please see Table B - Upper Level Restrictions for detailed 

information.
